AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE ISSUANCE OF A REAL
PROPERTY TRANSFER PERMIT UPON THE SALE OR PURCHASE
OF REAL PROPERTY WITH A RESIDENTIAL,
BUSINESS OR COMMERCIAL STRUCTURE OR
IMPROVEMENT THEREON IN AND BY THE BOROUGH OF
DEAL AND SPECIFICALLY AMENDING IN PART
BOROUGH ORDINANCE #848, OF THE BOROUGH OF DEAL,

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING RULES AND
REGULATIONS FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A RENTAL
PERMIT FOR ANY RESIDENTIAL, BUSINESS OR COMMERCIAL
RENTAL STRUCTURE OR MULTIFAMILY UNITS IN AND
SPECIFICALLY AMENDING IN PART BOROUGH
ORDINANCE #849 BY THE BOROUGH OF DEAL,
MONMOUTH COUNTY NEW JERSEY

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of
Deal, in the County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1. There is hereby established a new chapter of the
code of the Borough of Deal, in the County of Monmouth and State of New
Jersey, as follows:

The application fee for each residential unit shall be one hundred twenty
five dollars ($125).

The application fee for each commercial unit shall be one hundred twenty
five dollars ($125).

The application fee for multiple dwellings (3 or more inspections) shall be
fifty dollars ($50).

The application fee for multiple dwellings (less than 3 inspections) shall be
seventy five dollars ($75).
